This file contains election results for the Fribourgeois Grand Conseil (Grosser Rat) in
1991, 1996, 2001, 2006, 2011.

Canton Fribourg allowed apparentment (cartels) between multiple lists in 1991 and
1996. Parties sometimes presented multiple lists or formed alliances with other parties.
As is customary in the presentation of Swiss election results, the votes cast for each
party include all of the lists associated with it. Below the variable descriptions,
apparentments within each constituency for each year are listed but only
apparentments between different parties are included.

YEAR Election Year; UW indicates unweighted results, W indicates weighted
results

Voters may cast as many votes for candidates are there are mandates in the
constituency, and voters are permitted to vote for candidates of different parties
(panachage). The number of mandates per constituency varies, so weighting renders
the results comparable across constituencies. Unweighted votes are the total party list
and candidate votes cast in each constituency. Weighted votes are weighted by the valid
votes cast in the constituency (Wdhlerzahl/Chiffre de pondération). Both unweighted
and weighted results are presented for each election.
